Keep the second and third letters to get a short word. 

  

Add F to the start and just let cool. 

  

Now put the action in the past. 

  

Keep one of the twins, removing all else. 

  

Rotate three letters back, and speak aloud the three-letter word 

that is its homophone. Use your long stick and your coral from 

a reef to activate the rite.
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
