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The focus of A Transatlantic Flight is the similarities and differences between 
American and British English.

Each of the pictures in this puzzle have different words in American English and 
British English. Each of the two grids needs to be filled in using words from one side 
of the Atlantic – with the title of the puzzle indicating which side of the Atlantic we're 
dealing with for that page.

When filled in, the red squares read: ALABAMA and WEST MIDLANDS. The 
answer to the puzzle is a city that connects both places: BIRMINGHAM.
