Each path is shared by exactly two grids, spelling answers that
share exactly one letter in identical positions (in both the word and the grid). Sorting answers by the
shared positions and reading those letters produces the message LIKE A FOX (or _ LIKE A FOX, if you
treat the lack of a shared letter in the first position as a blank) which clues the answer, SLY.
